	Advocacy/Policy Committee

The Advocacy/Policy Committee continue to work on the policy platform which contain recommendations from different groups. They will keep the base document which will give key strategies and outline as an overview. Along with the base document will be a separate reference document. 

Each policy will have a detailed one pager. The policies will be prioritized and the committee will work on cost neutral policies first.

Key Measures Committee

Lori Carter-Edwards presented recommendations of the committee:

Healthy Eating (Key measure: Discourage consumption of sugar-sweetened beverages)

· Provide continued funding and training for implementing NAPSACC in child care centers; 

· Use the star rated licensure system to create a method for tracking centers making policy change; 

· Work with CACFP to develop a system for regularly collecting data about nutrition and physical activity policies and practices from the childcare centers.

Physical Activity (Key measure: Increase opportunities for extracurricular physical activity)
· Develop & communicate a consistent definition of what joint use or dual means; 

· Collect joint use policy information from schools and communities on a regular basis.
