Highlights from presentation:

Status of Agriculture in NC

· Agriculture is North Carolina’s number 1 industry

· Agriculture contributes 74 billion dollars to state’s economy and employs nearly 1/5 of our workforce

· North Carolina is one of the fourth or fifth most diversified states in agriculture behind California, Texas, Florida

· Agriculture in North Carolina is bigger than tourism, military, banking, and the health care industry 

· Agriculture is the economic engine for our state’s rural economy and has grown during economic downturn
· It not only has grown in production, but in other support services; such as (farm equipment dealers, suppliers, food processors, fertilizer dealers, researchers, and veterinarians)

· North Carolina’s population is growing in metropolitan counties, but diminishing in rural counties

· Farmers are having a hard time making a living and are not able to pass their farms to the next generation

· New residents demand more roads, schools, homes more space which cuts into farm land 
· Continue to raise awareness of local products through Got to be NC Campaign

· Farmers will react to changing market trends as long as they see a potential for profit

Objectives

· Preserve farm land

· With each acre lost, farmers lose potential to grow product that contribute to economy

· Protecting farm life means protecting quality of life. Need clean water, clean air and open space, something farmers can provide  

· Create future generations of farmers and consumers

The purpose of the North Carolina Sustainable Local Food Advisory Council is to contribute to building a local food economy, thereby benefiting North Carolina by creating jobs, stimulating statewide economic development, circulating money from local food sales within local communities, preserving open space, decreasing the use of fossil fuel and thus reducing carbon emissions, preserving and protecting the natural environment, increasing consumer access to fresh and nutritious foods, and providing greater food security for all North Carolinians.

· 27 appointed member board / selected by governor /speaker of the house /president pro tem the commissioner of agriculture

Charge was given to consider and develop policies on four key things:

· Health wellness

· Hunger & Food access

· Economic development

· Preservation of farmlands and natural resources

Mandated to:

· Have at 4 meetings a year

· Submit an annual report to legislature due October 1st

Subcommittees

· Land, People and Natural Resources 

· Health Wellness, Hunger and food access

· Economic Development

· A working group was formed to address whole farm GAP (Good Agricultural Practices) certification, which ensures food safety. A lot of the commercial food distributors (ie. Sodexho, etc), are beginning to require all farmers to be GAP certified. This is creating barriers for some of the farmers who grow a variety of crops because it is an expensive process to have each crop GAP certified.  Whole farm GAP certification would potentially allow all crops that a farmer grows to be certified versus each one having to be certified.
